As owner/operator
Stacia formed long standing friendships and became a pillar within the
community. She even sponsored a bowling team naming them "Stacias Cut-
ups".Stacia was very active within the community. She was a lifelong member
and historian for the American Legion Auxillary of the G. Paul Bettinger Post
as well as the Eugene L. Kelley Memorial Post 1937 Catholic War Veterans of
America. Stacia was also a former member of the Rosary Alter Society at the
Infant Savior Church, as well as the Red Cross, Pine Bush and Walker Valley
Seniors, and the Red Hat Society. Stacia had a wide circle of friends and was
loved by many, she will be sadly missed and always remembered by those
she leaves behind.
